	This Working Paper provides some explanation on Articles of the Radio Regulation relative to the Distress function of the GADSS.

The attachment provides modifications to the Draft CPM Text on WRC-19 Agenda Item 1.10 dealing with the Global Aeronautical Distress and Safety System (GADSS) relative to the outcome from last WP-5B.

Action: to reflect the conclusions of the discussion in a liaison statement to WP 5B ITU-R for consideration of its incorporation in the Draft Report.


1. INTRODUCTION

During last WP-5B, concerns have been raised on the priority between the categories as defined in the Articles 44.1 and 44.2. This Working Paper proposes some explanations on the way these articles are understood.
2. DISCUSSION

2.1 Introduction of Article N°. 44

Article N°. 44 provides information on the order of priority of communications in the Chapter  VIII Aeronautical Services
“
ARTICLE 44
Order of priority of communications

44.1
§ 1
The order of priority for communications1 in the aeronautical mobile service and the aeronautical mobile-satellite service shall be as follows, except where impracticable in a fully automated system in which, nevertheless, Category 1 shall receive priority:

 1
Distress calls, distress messages and distress traffic.

 2
Communications preceded by the urgency signal.

 3
Communications relating to radio direction-finding.

 4
Flight safety messages.

 5
Meteorological messages.

 6
Flight regularity messages.

 7
Messages relating to the application of the United Nations Charter.

 8
Government messages for which priority has been expressly requested.

 9
Service communications relating to the working of the telecommunication service or to communications previously exchanged.

10
Other aeronautical communications.

44.2
§ 2
Categories 1 and 2 shall receive priority over all other communications irrespective of any agreement under the provisions of No. 35.1.

“
2.2 Explanations of RR
a) The Articles 44.1 and 44.2 are applicable only for aeronautical mobile service and the aeronautical mobile-satellite service.
b) The Articles 44.1 and 44.2 do not provide any priority to aeronautical mobile service and the aeronautical mobile-satellite service over other services.

c) Aircraft should be designed in order to take into account the priority for communications from its own emission stations operated in the aeronautical mobile service and the aeronautical mobile-satellite service.
2.3 Additional consideration


For autonomous emissions from stations fitted on several aircraft and operated in the aeronautical mobile service and the aeronautical mobile-satellite service from, the priority for communications cannot be dealt between aircraft and then should be managed by the reception system.
