(IOT) using IP routers in January 2015. 

 

2.3 Sri Lanka and India (Mumbai) successfully completed the Pre-Operational Test 

(POT) using IP routers in April 2015. 

    

2.4 Currently Sri Lankan authorities are in the process of reviewing the Technical 

Memorandum of Corporation (TMC) document forwarded by the Indian authorities. 

 

2.5 AMHS link between Colombo and Mumbai is expected to be established once the 

TMC is signed by both parties and hardware infrastructure (IP routers) is commissioned on operational 

basis. 
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2.6 Sri Lanka plan to follow the same process with Singapore and Maldives once the 

Indian (Mumbai) connectivity is established.
