Participants from certain
countries are not required to obtain visas for a temporary visit. It is suggested that all
participants consider obtaining official visas from the Chinese Embassy or Consulate prior to
their arrival in China. Information is provided by the China Visa Application Service Center,
see a list of visa FAQs.

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When a letter of invitation for visa application is required at a Chinese Embassy or Consulate,
nominated participants are requested to provide scanned copy of their passport page with photo
ID and name, passport number and expiry date, etc. to the contact point mentioned above before
for a specific invitation letter and ICAO RSO Certification from the ICAO Regional Sub-Office
in Beijing, China. The letter of invitation and attached document needs to be submitted to the
Chinese Embassy or Consulate for visa application.

The following items can be brought in duty free:
e Personal effects such as clothing etc.
e 400 cigarettes;
o 2 bottles of alcoholic beverages; and Perfume for personal use

Climate and Weather

Beijing enjoys a typical continental, yet affable monsoon climate. It has distinctive four seasons,
the brief blooming spring, the long hot summer, the golden fruitful autumn and the brisk harsh
winter.

Between March and May, the spring weather in Beijing is generally dry, and quite warm,
However, participants are advised to pack a light sweater or windbreaker for the cooler evenings.
Lightweight layered clothing should be adequate for the day

Electricity

The electric current in China is 220V, 50hz. Most hotels have built-in converters in bathrooms for
shavers and hair dryers. Please note that a variety of plug types are used in China, and adaptors
may be necessary. Two types of sockets are used in China: three-pin socket (a grounding pin and
two flat prongs forming a V-shape) and two-pin socket (two flat parallel prongs without
grounding). A limited number of adapter will be made available by the APAC RSO.

Currency Exchange

In China, only RMB is used. However, exchange centres can be found at airports, most hotels
and large shopping centres. When exchanging money, please keep your receipt which will be
required to reconvert any remaining RMB back to foreign currency when leaving China.

All major credit cards are accepted in many department stores and hotels. Cash withdrawals at
ATMs is possible if you card is pre-authorised for overseas withdrawals. It may be difficult to
draw cash with credit cards.

There are no restrictions on the import of foreign currency. However, when leaving China, you
are not allowed to take money which exceeds the amounts you declared when entering. (Current
exchange rate is USD1.00 = 6.50 Chinese Yuan.)
