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REMOTELY PILOTED AIRCRAFT SYSTEMS (RPAS) WORKSHOP
Information and outline
Background

ICAO, as part of its effort to support States in regulating remotely piloted aircraft systems (RPAS), has undertaken the task of producing an initial set of RPAS workshops. These workshops will aid State regulatory and administrative personnel involved in the development and implementation of RPAS regulations as well as the certification and oversight of such activities.
ICAO Standards and Recommended Practices (SARPs) related to RPAS are under development and are expected to be adopted progressively from 2018 onwards. Guidance material in the form of the Manual on Remotely Piloted Aircraft Systems (RPAS) (Doc 10019) has been available since March 2015. Additionally, feedback on the level of implementation of unmanned aviation activities in States and regions has shown that a more consistent, comprehensive and harmonized approach to regulate these activities is needed. Therefore, an ICAO education campaign  is being offered to States and industry to ensure that States and service providers are adequately prepared for the gradual integration of unmanned aviation into their respective national airspace  systems. 
 Workshop Objectives:
a) Participants will acquire knowledge regarding the ongoing RPAS SARPS development work at ICAO as well as procedures and guidance material contained in Doc 10019.
b) Staff members of civil aviation authorities will be able to identify the role of the State in regulatory development as well as their responsibilities in overseeing RPAS operations.
c) Staff members of air navigation service providers (ANSPs) will be able to identify potential  issues that may need to be addressed during the RPAS integration process. 
d) Specific staff members of RPAS operators and other service providers will obtain knowledge regarding certification requirements and the potential impacts of their operation to the  existing  national airspace systems.
e) Participants will review multiple sources of RPAS related information from States and international organization’s webpages dedicated to unmanned aviation.
Target audience 
Representatives from civil aviation authorities responsible for the rulemaking, certification and oversight of unmanned aviation activities.  
Staff members of ANSPs involved in the integration of RPAS into their air traffic management system. 

Specific staff members of RPAS operators and other stake holders  responsible for RPAS certification, operation or training.
Prerequisites

Participants must have basic technical aeronautical knowledge and be involved in unmanned civil aviation related activities in their State.

Class size

The maximum class size for this workshop is 30 persons. 

Course duration

Three days for a total of 19 classroom hours, including exercises and case studies.
